
 

 
 
Tom Greco is a longtime scholar and author 
on the history of our flawed, government- 
controlled fiat money system. He traces the 
evolution of money, and details the 
fundamental realities of a financial system that 
is built on the growth imperative – growth at 
any cost – and controlled by the elite for the 
elite. 
 
Mr. Greco makes clear that the centralized 
control of money and credit at the top is the 
elites’ primary foundation of power.  To reduce 
our dependence on Washington and the 
Bankers we need to bring the control of money 
and credit back to the communities. By 
keeping more of our money local we can 
minimize the costs imposed upon our 
commerce by major corporate institutions, 
devolve power back to the local level, and 
achieve renewed prosperity together.  

His well thought-out and detailed 
prescriptions for change are the result of 
three decades of study and world travel, 
investigating ideas both old and new, looking 
for what works and what doesn’t.  Based on 
the monetary alternatives of mutual credit 
clearing and local complementary currencies, 
Greco’s system would insulate us from the 
larger financial crises, and empower 
communities to make their own decisions 
about these critical issues.
